area at the junction of Brookside Road/Wharf Road inside the phone box, one 
on the wall at the Anchor Inn, and the other at Steart on the wall of the old 
Chapel adjacent to Channel View.

Combwich labs) on the Common opposite Riverview, in and around the play 
area, and near the OPRA pavilion adjacent to the track.
